she could not, with reasonable diligence, have discovered
and produced a the hearing”
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“that the findings of fact
do not support the order, decision or award”.
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“reassigned by the Chairman on a majority
vote of the appeals board to the appeals boar:
as a whole in order to achieve uniformity of
decisions, or in cases presenting novel issues
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“An appellate court may, and generally does, deny
petitions for writ of review without specifying any
reasons.”
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
